Singles Find Family in the Church
Program Proposes New Type of Vocation Formation

ST. CHARLES, Minnesota, (Zenit.org).- Catholic programs for single people are essential, even "critical," David Sloan says, and thus he initiated several projects, including Singles Serving Orphans, to fill this need in the Church.  Along with the new nonprofit Singles Serving Orphans, which he told ZENIT is the "most effective means I have yet discovered for singles ministry," Sloan helped found the National Catholic Singles Conferences, the Catholic Thrive conferences and the God of Desire seminars. He often speaks at these conferences and elsewhere around the country.  Sloan explained that humanity is currently in a "critical" moment, "because people are not getting married and having children."  Thus, he said, there is a great need "to minister to the only people who could marry singles." Sloan continued: "It is not good for the man or the woman to be alone. Humans were not designed to survive outside of family structures.  "God is family; Church is family; all life is family life. Outside of family there is only death and Hell." In this light, he said, single people need "to be brought out of the (necessarily sterilizing) isolation of modern life and into the family life of the Church."
"No need, no poverty is greater than the poverty of living outside of family life and family love," Sloan asserted.
This "personal passion to minister to those in greatest need" prompted him to dedicate himself to finding ways to serve single people in the Church.   The Church needs programs that address "the issues unique to the single life," he said, which are different than items undertaken by most young adult ministry programs.  Along with Ellen Speltz, he founded the Singles Serving Orphans mission trips in February 2008, with 22 missionaries who gathered in Imuris, Mexico, at the Casa de Elizabeth Orphanage.  They returned 11 times after that first trip, giving themselves to orphanage repairs, cooking and cleaning for the 75 orphans, praying and playing with the children, and even having "water pistol wars."  "Singles and orphans are a match truly made in Heaven," Sloan said. "At heart," he affirmed, "the essential need of singles is to be drawn into the family life of the Church whether the person in question is 25 or 55."
Speltz, the other founder of the program and the founder of its parent company, Youth Support Inc., told ZENIT that on these mission retreats, "singles from across the United States and Canada begin as co-workers, develop into friends, and become family."  She continued: "As they pray together, work together, eat together and serve the orphans together, they share a common bond as they allow God to use them to make a tangible, life-changing difference in his children.   "It is thrilling, a gift, to be able to witness one's impact so quickly and profoundly." The program states the aim to bring singles "from the isolation of modern life into a full life in God's family." Its Web site affirms that "serving God's kids is the most direct route to forging that family bond." Now, in Holy Week, the missionaries will make their first overseas trip, to serve orphans in Jamaica. The trips are not only practical, but spiritual retreats, "combining the virtues of charity and chastity as witnessed in the lives and teachings of Mother Teresa and John Paul II."  An article on the Web site explained: "Charity is the grace from God which allows us to give what we have; chastity is the freedom which allows us to give what we are."
Sloan stated to ZENIT: "Vocations, marriages, families, cannot come from isolated individuals. These necessary goods can come only from singles that are living fruitful lives within the family of the Church."  "There is a form of vocation which is committed so completely that a person utterly renounces the possibility of being otherwise -- this is total self-gift," he said, or the "avowed state."  "A primary purpose of the single life, or 'unavowed state' is to attain the type of true freedom which would allow a person to make such a true, authentic, and total gift," Sloan said. "This is a profound, beautiful, and sublime aspect of the single life which needs to be better understood and appreciated."   Sloan told ZENIT that he will be helping organize five Catholic Thrive conferences this year, the first being in Atlanta, Georgia, April 16-17.  On the God's Family Web site, he offers several resources for Catholic singles, including a Guidebook for Singles Ministry, Twelve Principles of Dating and Courtship, and a "License to Date."  "Though singles in our culture are suffering the gravest conceivable impoverishment, it must be pointed out that they are not responsible for this," he said. "The singles around us are not the ones who broke the culture."  Sloan continued: "How the culture got broken is another discussion, but the key here is that modern singles are trying to survive in a culture which has largely left family life behind.  "Most of the singles we know would be married and raising families if the culture were healthier. We must not judge or cast aspersions."  He added, "It is certainly true, as many have pointed out, that singles can, and many do, make extraordinary gifts of themselves in service to Christ and his Church."

What Have I Learned?

Fr. Daly says that his view on the administration of Sacraments has changed.  With this New Year of 2010, I will have been ordained 24 years.  What have I learned in 24 years?
I have learned to be more accepting of people.  I take them as God sends them.  We are all works in progress.  This insight has made me more compassionate.  Twenty five years ago, I was much more severe.  When people came to me for the Sacraments, I wanted to see evidence that they were living the Christian life. If they wanted their baby baptized, I want to see them married.  If they wanted to get married, I wanted to see them not living together.  If they wanted Confirmation, or Reception into the Church, I wanted to see some knowledge of the faith and some evidence of practice.  But now, I realize that the Sacraments are not trophies conferred on those already victorious over sin, but rather they are food for the hungry and strength for the weak.  People seek the Sacraments because they want help on the path to perfection, not because they are already PERFECT.  I take them as they come.  I was surprised to find that my evolution in ministry was mirrored by the experience of the Holy Father in his ministry.  In a homily to diocesan priests in Italy in 2008, Pope Benedict XVI talked about how his own idea of who merited the Sacraments had changed.  The homily was reprinted in the August 2009 edition of the Italian Catholic Magazine 30 DAYS.  The Holy Father said, “When I was younger, I was rather severe.  I said, The Sacraments are Sacraments of faith, and where faith does not exist, where the practice of the faith does not exist, the Sacrament cannot be conferred either. “  Then I too, with time, came to realize that we must follow, rather, the example of the Lord, who was very open to people on the margins of Israel of that time.  He was a Lord of mercy, too open according to many official authorities with sinners, welcoming them or letting them invite him to their dinner, drawing them to him in his communion.”  WOW!  People often come to me in some type of crisis.  They have committed a sin. They are in pain.  Frequently they have often been away from the Church for a long time.  My job is to hold the Church door open for them, NOT to put barriers in their way.  The Church is like a spiritual gym.  People do not have to be in perfect shape just to join a gym. They join a gym to get in shape.  Nobody comes to the Church because they are perfect.  They come because they want to grow in grace. It is enough that they come to the Church with a sincere desire for God.  In the same magazine that contained the Pope’s homily, there was an article about a recent initiative in the Archdiocese of Buenos Aires, Argentina.  There the priests are making a special effort to reach out to the unbaptized.  They are especially trying to baptize babies.  It is a way of inviting the whole family to live the Christian life by welcoming the baby.  I hope they are successful!  In the last 24 years I have learned that we are all in process.  Like the Samaritan woman at the well, we all come to Jesus in various states of imperfection.  He did not refuse to help her.  We should not refuse to help others.  That is one thing I have learned in the last 24 years as a priest.  I think it is a VERY important lesson.

The Law of Fast and Abstinence   
The National Conference of Catholic Bishops has determined that the following practices shall prevail in the United States: Fast and abstinence are to be observed by all those who have celebrated their 18th birthday and have not yet celebrated their 60th birthday on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.  Abstinence from meat is to be observed on the Fridays of Lent by all who have celebrated their 14th birthday. The Church recognizes that there are chronically or seriously ill individuals who cannot fast or abstain.  The Church still calls for these individuals to participate in acts of penance and works of charity.  These can be performed throughout the week; however, it is especially appropriate that these acts be performed on Fridays in place of the Friday fast. No one can be dispensed from the necessity of doing penance.

Here comes Lent: A rich pentential season
The word Lent comes from the Middle English word for “spring.” Spring, of course, brings thoughts of renewal, rebirth and radiance.  It is the time in our lives when we engage in the “flowering of our souls.”  
Lent begins in the grip of winter, when spring seems far away.  Gardens are bare and it’s hard to imagine flowers poking green buds up through that icy crust of dirt.  The sun at the beginning of Lent is weak and not very warm.  Night comes early and lasts a long time.  At the beginning of Lent our hearts are like the sun “weak and tired.”  We wonder if spring will ever come. The delight of Jesus’ birth has passed; Christmas is a memory.  Easter’s ever exciting “alleluias” are distant.  As we make our way through Lent we begin to see signs of Resurrection: more sunny days less gloomy ones, the sun rises earlier sets later.  Gardeners begin planting seeds.  It is as if the world is preparing for “new life.”  It is a season of sparseness - of being aware of the desert in our souls when we do not walk with Christ.  Are we preparing for Jesus to touch our hearts through the victories and sufferings of Holy Week and the glorious resurrection of Easter?  Are we making room for Jesus?  
Lent stirs souls with rich traditions and images.  It is the season of violet vestments, burnt ashes, bare sanctuaries covered statues and the lingering smells of incense. It is a time when we renew our Baptismal commitment to living a Christian discipline – one centered in prayer, fasting, and almsgiving.  These practices are among the precepts of the Church and they serve as the building blocks of Lenten spiritual growth that works in ways to cleanse our lives of what distracts us from God.  

Fasting: Giving up something important that functions as a crutch or pleasure in our lives – we make a sacrifice and it teaches us that we do not need those things to be happy.  It is penitential; a way for us to express sorrow for our sins.  
Prayer:  In prayer we turn to God and let Him touch our hearts and guide us.  During Lent we pray for a deeper conversion we are more aware of our sins.  
Almsgiving: Be mindful of the poor.  When we feed the hungry, visit the sick, or clothe the naked, we are encountering Jesus.  

Perhaps we should come before God with a new humility willing to confess, "Lord, be merciful to me, a sinner."   Approach Lent with practicing prayer, fasting and almsgiving.  You will be ready to enter in the “heart” of the Easter Triduum!  A happy Lent to us all!

“WHY CATHOLIC?” PREVIEW OF SESSION EIGHT: “THE PASCHAL MYSTERY”
For at least a generation some Catholic communities have adopted the Jewish custom of the Seder supper.  The Seder or Paschal (also, Passover) supper is a thanksgiving meal celebrating God’s liberation of the Hebrew people from slavery in Egypt.  Jesus celebrated this ritualistic feast with his disciples the night before he died.  At that meal Jesus identified the bread and wine being offered to God with his own body and blood, which were to be broken and shed the following day.  The Eucharist thus finds its origins in the Jewish Passover supper.  
What happened to Jesus on Good Friday changed forever the meaning of Passover, at least for Christians.  Instead of seeing God’s definitive act in history being the freeing the Hebrews, Christians understand it in the world’s being saved from sin through Jesus’ crucifixion and resurrection from the dead.  We now can live unencumbered by past sins and undaunted by death because Jesus has won for us the ultimate victory over these nemeses which overshadow even slavery as evil.
Jesus’ Paschal event is called a mystery because it is a sign of God’s unfathomable forgiveness and love for humanity.  The liturgy of the Church enables us to partake in Jesus’ Paschal mystery so that we may receive its salvific effects.  Especially the Eucharist gives us a share in the freedom that Jesus has won through his death and resurrection.  Liturgy also opens us to service.  For this reason, the Eucharist traditionally ends with the words, “Go, you are sent” (in Latin, “Ite, missa est”) meaning that Christ sends us into the world to bring his peace to others.
