 “Adult”

Please enjoy this excerpt from Reaching for the Invisible God.

Jesus told of a merchant who found one pearl so incomparable that he sold everything he owned in order to buy it. The joy in what he gained swallowed up any remorse in what he lost.  That is the Adult image of the Christian life: not a grim-face regimen of self-discipline but an exuberant new life easily worth whatever sacrifice may be required.  Attaining that goal may take time, and practice of course.  As C.S. Lewis said, “I must say my prayers today whether I feel devout or not; but that is only as I must learn my grammar if I am ever to read the poets.”  Just as Lewis studied Greek grammar not in order to parse verbs but to read poetry, I play scales on the piano only because of what they will enable me to play.  The reward comes after the practicing and will not come without the practicing.  To quote Lewis once more, “We act from duty in the hope that someday we shall do the same acts freely and delightfully.”  
	Why should we be good?  Why bother with all the commands in the New Testament?  As I read through the pages, I marked many places describing the Adult relationship God longs for.  I offer three illustrations, each of which points to a motivation with strong parallels in the Bible.  
	The first illustration, I heard from Arun Gandhi, grandson of Mahatma Gandhi and now a US resident.  Arun spent his teenage years in South Africa, where his father helped lead the campaign for civil rights started by his grandfather Mohandas (or “Mahatma”) years before.  Shortly after Arun had learned to drive, his father asked if he would drive him downtown to a lawyer’s office for a strategy meeting, then take the car in for repair.  “You can do anything you want a long as you pick me up at 6PM sharp,” he said.  Like any teenager with a new license, Arun jumped at the chance to drive into the big city.
	After dropping off the car at a garage, Arun went to a movie theater.  The first picture, a Western from America, proved so entertaining that he sat through the double feature, losing all track of time.  When he walked out into fading twilight he panicked, wondering if the garage had now closed.  He dashed there, found the shop still open, and retrieved the car.  Skidding to a halt in front of the lawyer’s office at 6:30PM, he found his father waiting by the curb.  Aware of how his father valued punctuality, Arun spun a story about problems the garage had encountered while repairing the car.  “We are lucky they finished it,” he said.  “I had to wait almost an hour, which is why I’m late.”
	Arun’s father, though, had called the garage at 5PM to check on progress and learned then the car was ready. When they got beyond the city limits, he asked Arun to pull to the side of the road.  He explained that he had called the garage and that he knew Arun was lying.  “I am deeply troubled,” he said.  “What would cause my son to lie to me?  How have I failed as a father that my son would not trust me with the truth?  I must reflect on this.”  
	The Father walked the rest of the way home, asking Arun to drive behind him so that the car’s headlights could illuminate the lightly traveled country roads.  Because they lived some distance from the city, it took six hours for him to walk, his head down, deep in thought.  Arun drove a snails’ pace behind his father the entire way.
	When I heard Arun tell that story, I wondered if he might use it as an example of a “guilt trip,” a manipulative way for a father to make his son wallow in regret.  He did not see it that way at all.  Even in his teens he respected his father as a great leader who modeled integrity and justice. When his father said he must reflect on how he had failed as father, he meant it sincerely, and Arun was stricken to the core.  More than anything else, he wanted to please his father and to emulate him; the lie pointed out how far he had to grow.  “After that,” said Arun, “I never told another lie.”
The second illustration comes from a movie, Saving Private Ryan.  A squad of GIs, led by actor Tom Hanks, undertakes a daring mission to find Private Ryan, whose three brothers have already been killed in World War II.  The rescuers griped about their assignment, insult the general who ordered it, and fight skirmishes with the Nazis behind enemy lines.  Several of them die on the quixotic mission.  At the very end of the movie, Private Ryan, the main object of all their exploits, comes across the captain (Tom Hanks) lying mortally wounded.  Looking around him at the devastation resulting from a battle fought on Private Ryan’s behalf, the captain says these words, “earn this.” 
	Earn it.  You have been graced with the courage, the sacrifice, and finally the lives of those who died so that you might live. They have nothing more to offer.  But you do.  You can live in a way that proves worthy of their sacrifices.  Respond not out of guilt but out of gratitude, honoring what they have done.

St. Patrick’s Day
[image: St. Patrick]Saint Patrick, patron saint of Ireland and the national apostle of Ireland whom is credited with bringing Christianity to Ireland – March 17 is his feast day, the day of his death. St. Patrick's Day is a traditional day for spiritual renewal and offering prayers for missionaries worldwide. The holiday began in Ireland and is a holy day of obligation for Irish Catholics in Ireland. 
Many folks ask the question 'Why is the Shamrock the National Flower of Ireland?'  The plant was a sacred plant in ancient Ireland because it symbolized the rebirth of spring.  By the 1700 it became a symbol of nationalism.  The reason is that St. Patrick used it to explain the Holy Trinity to the pagans.  The phrase, “wearing the green” meant to wear a shamrock on your clothing – a sign of Irish nationalism and loyalty to the Roman Catholic faith.

St. Joseph’s Feast Day
For many Italians St. Joseph's Day is exceptionally special. Legend has it, that during a famine in Sicily, when food was scarce and many people were starving, the poor people had only their faith to rely on.  St. Joseph was known as the patron saint of workers and guardian of the family; thus, Italians prayed for St. Joseph to intercede for them, in an effort to ensure successful crops. Their prayers were answered, and the drought in Sicily came to a stop. They attributed this to St. Joseph and promised an elaborate feast and to honor him each year.  The people of Sicily kept their word.  An enormous feast in honor of St. Joseph for saving them from the drought is celebrated each year on St. Joseph’s Feast Day, March 19.  All are invited to the feast, especially the poor.  
Because the holiday falls during Lent, Catholics forgo eating meat. The dishes are all meatless.  There is St. Joseph’s pasta, spaghetti with meatless red sauce – but often with anchovies or sardines – topped with bread crumbs (representing saw dust, a nod to the saint’s connection with the working man).  There are vegetable dishes and elaborate breads shaped into biblical symbols, fava beans, and may types of desserts: cookies, fried dough, cream and fruit.
According to one legend, Mary's many suitors left their staffs in the temple one night so that God could indicate who she should marry. The next morning, Joseph's staff blossomed with white flowers and leaves and sent forth a white dove, indicating that he was the chosen one. This explains why statues of St. Joseph typically show him holding the Christ Child and a stalk of white lilies and why this day is a common celebration of fathers throughout the Christian world.  It is Father’s Day in Italy.

What is Divine Mercy?
		A form of Devotion

The word “novena” comes from the Latin meaning “nine.”  It is a prayer that is offered for nine consecutive days.  Novenas scripturally take their origin from the nine days of prayer before Pentecost.   After the Ascension, the apostles and disciples, in obedience to the Lord, gathered in the upper room and devoted themselves to constant prayer, together with Mary, the Mother of Jesus (Acts 1:4-5).
The nine days of prayer can also be considered as a representation of the nine months of Jesus in the womb of Mary.  Like Jesus our Head, we His Body are also to be born of Mary and the Holy Spirit.  The nine days of prayer were gestation prior to the birth of the Church on Pentecost.  So, a novena can be considered as a time of gestation before a new outpouring of the Holy Spirit.  Nice!
Novenas are to be considered persistent prayer.  Jesus exhorted us to continually ASK, SEEK, and KNOCK for what we need, and he gave us strong examples of the value of persistence in prayer — like the widow who kept pleading with the judge (Lk 18:1-8) and the man who woke his neighbor in the middle of the night to give him bread (Lk 11:5-9).
St. Faustina gives us a powerful example of persistence in prayer.  Novenas were an important and regular part of her spiritual life. For her, they were times of intense and persevering prayer.  For us, too, novenas can be times of persevering prayer for special needs and of preparation for solemn feasts. Novenas also can help us to focus our intentions so that we can more effectively give thanks for God’s response to our needs, whatever they are, placing always our trust in the Lord Jesus.
