From the Pastor

Peace to all!
As you may well recall, our own Parish’s Capital Campaign, of happy memory, was named “Second Spring.”  Cardinal John Newman called for a new evangelization throughout Britain and the Universal Church in the 19th century.  He called this revitalization of love for Catholicism a “Second Spring.”  His own conversion to Roman Catholicism, from Anglicanism, caused quite a stir in the Christian world.  He was the consummate acamadician and spiritual thinker/writer of the day.  His quest for the “fullness of Truth” cost him a great deal in prestige and personal anxiety as his family and friends turned their backs on this great but humble soul when he entered the Catholic Church.  Very soon he was made a Cardinal of the Church and contributed much to the restoration and growth of the Catholic community, especially in England.  His “Second Spring” encouraged many to “cross the Tiber” to Rome.  Our efforts here at taking care of what God has given to us as a Parish community seemed a good fit to this concept of a “Second Spring.” We renewed and remodeled the campus passed down to us from those who have gone before us.  Much was accomplished as you were moved by the generous Spirit of God to give of time, talent and treasure for the St. Maria Center’s renovation, the new heating and cooling system for the main Church, to name a few , of what we were able to accomplish.
Of course, our Bishop is calling on the whole Diocese now to enter into efforts for the growth needs in the domain of his/our Diocese of twenty-four thousand miles of Catholic growth and development.  Our Parish assessment is one million, three-hundred thousand dollars.  Though formidable, it’s within the range of past capital campaigns carried-on here at our local, Parish level.  Your sacrifices made these possible!  I, again , thank you on behalf of the Bishop and the Friars who minister here.  And I thank you ahead of time for coming out to the campaign’s receptions to hear the “vision” of our Bishop for the Diocese of Fort Worth.  We are growing at a record pace and the needs are substantial.  But our Parish’s score card of responses in the past speaks for itself.  I know we can meet our assessment.  My Franciscan Province has given permission for me to make a four-thousand dollar pledge to be paid over four years.  This generous gesture was also possible for the same amount in our “Second Spring” Parish’s Capital Campaign.  We are all called to do our part, please God.  Please discern and discuss and decide what you are able to give as an individual or couple or family to our Bishop’s Campaign.  Some will be able to give a one-time gift; others a pledge to be made over three or four or five years.  
I would say that just perhaps we are in the groove of the movement of the Holy Spirit in that, as we’ve just finished the largest part of SECOND SPRING for our Parish with that logo so prominent in our communal memory, we’ve received good news also having to do with Cardinal Newman!!
Cardinal Newman has been “Venerable” Cardinal Newman, the first phase of a three part process of being raised “to the Altar” of God in the process of canonization towards official Sainthood proclamation!  The second phase is to be entitled “Blessed,” and the third is the actual proclamation of Sainthood.  Pope Benedict has announced he will, this year, celebrate the ritual of Beatification in September, 2010 in England!  I feel we as a Parish have a special link to this great soul as we invoked his zealous intercession for our own fund-raising efforts over the past four years.  With a sense of deep gratitude, let’s pray the prayer you’ll see included here for a speedy path to the final step of Sainthood for this loving “Servant of God.”  I’m including here an official notice I recently received regarding Cardinal Newman’s up and coming Beatification in the United Kingdom.  Do relish this gifted time to our Catholic Church Universal, as one more of our membership, faithful to his Baptismal promises and Ordination call, is soon to be included on the calendar of Saints, with his own feast day for all to officially, reverently celebrate with holy Mass and shared proclamation of the very WORD Cardinal Newman prayed and preached during his long, faithful life.
Thanks for all you do for our Lord’s Church both in its local expression of our Parish and the Church at large in the Diocese and extended world network.
