Commitment:
One academic year from the beginning of September through the beginning of May.

Qualifications;
1.  A desire to share one’s personal faith with the youth of St. Maria Goretti Parish.  One must be enthusiastic about their faith and express that enthusiasm to the youth.

2.  A willingness to teach and present authentic Catholic teachings on faith and morals, Sacred Scripture, apologetics, and Church history and the Saints, as presented in the approved parish program.
3.  An ability to relate to teenagers and their situations.

4.  A commitment to witnessing the faith to St. Maria Goretti Parish by faithfully participating in 
the Sacraments and Sunday Mass, living in conformity with the Church’s moral teachings, 
and committing to ongoing spiritual growth.

Responsibilities:
1.  Participate in mandatory orientation, training, and formation sessions.

2.  Thoroughly prepare and present each weekly lesson in conformity with the objectives provided by the Director and in accordance with the teaching of the Catholic Church.
3.  Provide an arena for Christian fellowship within small groups.

4.  Create an environment in which individuals can be heard, understood, and supported. 

5.  Maintain small group control and discipline while creating a loving Christian environment.
6.  Foster a team approach to teaching with your fellow volunteers, discussing ideas, concerns, and suggestions for better implementation of lesson plans and program goals.

7.  Reach out to all students in the program, regardless of apparent ability or interest.  Must see Christ in each youth.

8.  Promote communication with parents in order to work with their youth more effectively.

9.  Respect Church facilities and materials by ensuring that all is left neat and undamaged after classes and teaching the youth to do the same.  Report all damage to materials or classrooms to the Director immediately.

Requirements:
1.  Complete face-to-face interview with the Director.

2.  Complete paperwork required by the Diocese of Ft. Worth provided by the Director.

3.  Participate in mandatory orientation meeting in early September and any additional training and formation sessions throughout the year.

4.  Read and abide by all the rules, regulations, and policies of St. Maria Goretti Catholic Church as provided by the Director.
5.  Arrive at least 15 minutes prior to each scheduled session.
